Structure:     
Four teams for each of three levels:  U19, U17 and U15.  The four teams of each level shall play each of the other team (round robin).  Each team encounter (tie) shall consist of: 2 BS, 1 GS, 3 BD, 2 GD, 3MX, giving a total of 11 matches per tie.  In case there are not enough participants, each tie shall consist of: 2 BS, 1 GS, 3 BD, 1GD, 2 MX, giving a total of 9 matches per tie.  The team winning most number of matches is the winner of each tie.   Participants are allowed to play no more than 2 matches per tie, thus requiring a minimum of 6 boys and 4 girls per team (5 boys and 3 girls in the case of the 9 match setup); no maximum number of players will be set.                         

The top 8 boys based on the results of the 2009 Junior National Tournament shall be assigned to the four teams: Team 1- #1 and #8, Team 2- #2 and #7, Team 3- #3 and #6, Team 4- #4 and #5.  The top 4 girls shall be randomly distributed among the four teams. The top 5 BS and GS players of each age bracket may opt to play up; changes in ranking resulting from this shall be decided by a committee of 3  referee/umpires. In the case of U13 players who would like to play with the U15 teams, the top 5 BS and GS players from the 2009 JIT are eligible.  All other participants shall be randomly assigned to each team while making the number of players in each team as even as possible.

Teams shall be formed within an hour after results from Junior Nationals are determined (July 26, 2009).  Players each team shall immediately meet, choose their Team Captain, submit the team members in order of ranking and submit the team roaster for the first team encounter.  The roaster for the next team encounters shall be submitted at least 30 minutes before the scheduled competition. 

For each category, the stronger player(s) must play the 1st match, i.e. the stronger of 3 sets of BD players must play the 1st BD, and the weakest must play the 3rd BD match.          

Entry Deadline: Signed and Post marked by June 26, 2009.   LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

The tournament is limited ONLY to 2009 US Junior Nationals participants.
Awards:
Medals will be awarded to all players of the winning and runner up teams.
Conditions:

1. The tournament will be conducted in accordance with applicable BWF and USAB rules.

2. All matches will be played in the best 2 of 3 games using the BWF Rally Point Scoring System.

3. A player not ready to play five minutes after his/her match is called will be defaulted.

4. On court warm-ups is restricted to 3 minutes.

5. The 2009 US Junior National results will be used for seeding arrangement.  

6. Entries will not be refunded if cancelled after June 26, 2009.
7. The Tournament Director(s) reserves the right to change any of the above conditions.
